2020-21: Fast Facts

HSIs are defined in federal law as accredited and degree-granting public or private nonprofit institutions of higher
education with 25 percent or more total undergraduate Hispanic full-time equivalent (FTE) student enrollment.

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Of the 24 institutions that have earned the 
Seal of Excelencia, demonstrating their

commitment to intentionally serving their
Latino students, 23 are now HSIs.

Two-thirds (68%) of HSIs are public.
Almost 60% are 4-year institutions.
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The number of HSIs has decreased for the
first time in 20 years, due in part to

enrollment declines, institutional closings,
and consolidation during the pandemic. 
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
